His vision: to create world-
renowned brand by using only the finest of luxurious touring vehicles that would be able to explore
areas inaccessible to most and employing a wide array of well-trained tour guides, resulting in guests’
once-in-a-lifetime experiences. By 2001, he took a chance and opened Pink Jeep Tours — Las Vegas.
With this gamble, he saw great opportunity to expand and cultivate the brand by truly exposing Pink
Jeep Tours’ upscale scenic tours to a worldwide audience.

Today, Las Vegas boasts 10 tours with locations including Grand Canyon, Mt. Charleston, Valley of
Fire State Park, Eldorado Canyon Gold Mine, Zion National Park, Red Rock Canyon National
Conservatory, Death Valley National Park and Hoover Dam.
